European Framework of Reference (CEFR).

About the exam tasks

D Conversation (all grades): An opportunity for the
candidate to demonstrate their ability to exchange
information, ideas and opinions at an appropriate
level for the grade.

D Topic (Grades 4-12): Before the exam, the candidate
prepares a topic of their own choice. This is used as
the basis for an interactive discussion and as the
basis of a formal presentation at Advanced level.

D Interactive task (Grades 7-12): A prompt from the
examiner initiates candidate-led interactions -
requiring an authentic and spontaneous exchange
of information and opinions.

D Listening task (Grades 10-12): Short spoken
passages prompt the candidate to demonstrate
skills of prediction, deduction and inference.
