Trinity's Integrated Skills in English (ISE) qualification is a contemporary four-skills
language exam designed for people who need English language skills for study. With a
strong focus on real language performance and promoting the development of transferable
skills for academic study and employability, ISE assesses the communicative skills needed to
succeed in the 21st century.

An ISE level for every student

ISE is intended for young people and adults, typically at school, college or university, who are
learning and using English in their studies. It is also suitable for adults who require a respected
English language qualification. ISE is available at six levels from Alto C2 on the Common European
Framework of Reference (CEFR) — so there's a level for every student as they progress.
